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Production Flash Programmer Application 
This technical note describes structure and usage of application that allows to program Flash by linking flash image together with this application
Loading the resulting image in to the ram and running it.

Purpose of the application
    This application was developed to provide easy way to repeatedly program Flash with precompiled production image without having to establish Ethernet or serial communication with the board and without need of any user interaction with the application.
Implementation
This application is implemented by linking together this application itself and the flash image. This way the resulting image contains 2 parts, the executable capable of programming Flash and the flash image to be programmed. Once loaded to the Target’s RAM , executable will program flash with self-contained image and exit.
How to use
Build the application that you want to put in flash

Copy resulting rom.bin or romzip.bin to this applications directory.

Rename it to “image”.

Build this application by selecting “build all” (Important) from GreenHills builder. 

You will find the resulting executable image “myftpapp” in the 32b directory of this application

Use any debugger like GreenHills or free “OCD Commander” or any other means to download this image to targets RAM and execute. It will program Flash and exit.

If serial port is available you can monitor progress by connecting to the target’s serial port. Otherwise, green LED will blink twice after each 32K.

Summary

In some cases there is a need to program flash on the large number of boards without having access to the target’s Ethernet or serial port and minimal user interaction, just by using commercial or free JTAG debugger. This application comes to provide one of the solutions.
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
